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ADVISORY SPEED SIGN:
This sign gives the highest speed
which you can safely travel around
the turn ahead.

HIGH OCCUPANCY VEHICLE
(HOV) PREFERENTIAL LANE:
Buses and vehicles used for
carpools may use this lane only
between the hours of 6 a.m. to 9
a.m. Monday through Friday.

ONE WAY: If you wish to turn at
an intersection where this sign is
posted, do so only in the direction
indicated by the arrow.

SLOWER TRAFFIC KEEP
RIGHT: Stay in the right-hand
lane if you are driving slower
than other vehicles on the
roadway.surface ahead is in
poor condition..

DO NOT CROSS YELLOW
LINES:  The distance you can see
ahead is so limited that passing
another vehicle is so hazardous that
you may not pass.

SPEED LIMIT: This sign
tells you the maximum
speed (in miles per
hour) you are permitted
to travel.
